A RESOLUTION AMENDING CURRENTLY EFFECTIVE BUILDING CODES, PREVIOUSLY ADOPTED BY ROUTT COUNTY TO CONFORM TO THE UNIFORM ADMINISTRATIVE CODE, 1999 EDITION; UNIFORM BUILDING CODE, VOLUMES 1, 2, AND 3, 1997 EDITION, INCLUDING APPENDIX CHAPTERS 3-DIVISION II, 11-DIVISIONS I AND II, 15, 18, 30, AND 33, VOLUME 2, APPENDIX CHAPTER 16, DIVISION 1; UNIFORM CODE FOR BUILDING CONSERVATION, 1997 EDITION, INCLUDING APPENDIX CHAPTER 3; UNIFORM CODE FOR THE ABATEMENT OF DANGEROUS BUILDINGS, 1997 EDITION; UNIFORM SOLAR ENERGY CODE, 1997 EDITION; NATIONAL ELECTRICAL CODE, 1999 EDITION; UNIFORM MECHANICAL CODE, 1997 EDITION, INCLUDING APPENDIX CHAPTERS A-D; UNIFORM PLUMBING CODE, 1994 EDITION, INCLUDING APPENDIX CHAPTERS A-J, INCLUDING THE IAPMO INSTALLATION STANDARDS; INTERNATIONAL PLUMBING CODE, 1997 EDITION; UNIFORM SWIMMING POOL, SPA AND HOT TUB CODE, 1997 EDITION, UNIFORM SOLAR ENERGY CODE, 1997 EDITION.
WHEREAS, acting pursuant to CRS ( 30-28-201 (2), the Board of County Commissioners of Routt County (hereinafter referred to as the “Board”) has heretofore adopted, by County Resolution Number 96-048, certain uniform building codes (including building, electrical, plumbing, mechanical and other specialty codes which collectively are referred to hereinafter as “building codes”), standards, amendments and additions thereto; and

WHEREAS,  pursuant to CRS ( 30-28-204, the Board may alter and amend any county building code by resolution after a public hearing and publication for four consecutive weeks of notice of such public hearing; and

WHEREAS,  notice of the public hearing was published in the Steamboat Pilot on March 8, 2000 and the required public hearing before the board was held on March 27, 2000, all in accordance with CRS ( 30-28-204; and

WHEREAS,  the Board finds that the fees set forth herein are reasonable and necessary to cover the expected normal costs of plan review and inspection associated with the permits in question.

NOW, THEREFORE,  be it resolved by the Board as follows:


Section 1:  Amendment and Restatement of Existing Codes.  The currently effective building codes adopted by County Resolution 96-048 together with any previously adopted building codes not previously repealed or amended are hereby restated by reference to the codes and materials described as follows:

A. Uniform Administrative Code Adoption.
“There is hereby adopted by the County, for the purpose of providing minimum standards to safeguard life or limb, health, property, and public welfare by regulating and controlling the design, construction, quality of materials, use and occupancy, location and maintenance of all buildings and structures within the County, that certain code know as The Uniform Administrative Code, 1997 Edition published by the International Conference of Building Officials, 5360 South Workman Mill Road, Whittier, California 90601.  The Code, and the whole thereof, with the amendments and deletions as set forth in this resolution, is adopted by reference thereto the same as if set forth in length in this section.

Section 103, is amended by modifying the definition of “Technical Codes” to read as follows:

“Technical Codes” shall mean the Uniform Building Code; Uniform Plumbing Code; International Plumbing Code; Uniform Mechanical Code; Uniform Solar Energy Code; Uniform Swimming Pool, Spa and Hot Tub Code; Uniform Code For The Abatement of Dangerous Buildings; Uniform Code For Building Conservation; and National Electrical Code as adopted by this jurisdiction containing the provisions for design, construction, alteration, addition, repair, removal, demolition, use, location, occupancy and maintenance of buildings and structures and building service equipment as herein defined.

Section 103, is amended by modifying the definition of “Building Service Equipment” to read as follows:

“Building Service Equipment” refers to the plumbing, mechanical, solar energy, swimming pool, electrical and elevator equipment including piping, wiring, fixtures and other accessories which provide sanitation, lighting, heating, ventilation, cooling, refrigeration, fire-fighting and transportation facilities essential to the use or occupancy of the building or structure.

Section 103, is amended by the addition of the following definitions:

“Code for Building Conservation” is the Uniform Code for Building Conservation promulgated by the International Conference of Building Officials, as adopted by this jurisdiction.

“Solar Energy Code” is the Uniform Solar Energy Code promulgated by the International Association of Plumbing and Mechanical Officials, as adopted by this jurisdiction.

“Swimming Pool, Spa and Hot Tub Code” is the Uniform Swimming Pool, Spa and Hot Tub Code promulgated by the International Association of Plumbing and Mechanical Officials, as adopted by this jurisdiction.

Section 301.2.5, is added to read as follows:

Solar permits. A solar permit shall not be required for the replacement of any component part of a solar system that does not alter its original approval and complies with other applicable requirements of the Solar Energy Code.

 Section 301.2.6, is added to read as follows:

Pool, Spa and Hot Tub permits.  A pool, spa or hot tub permit shall not be required for the stopping of leaks in drains, soil, waste or vent pipe, provided, however, that should any trap, drainpipe, soil, waste or vent pipe be or become defective and it becomes necessary to remove and replace the same with new material in any part or parts, the same shall be considered as such new work and a permit shall be procured and inspection made as herein before provided.  No permit shall be required for the clearing of stoppages or the repairing of leaks in pipes, valves or fixtures, when such repairs do not involve or require the replacement or rearrangement of valves, pipes, or fixtures.

Section 304.3, is amended by the addition of the following paragraph:

Plan review fees for electrical, mechanical, plumbing, solar system and swimming pool work shall be equal to 25 percent of the total permit fee as set forth in Tables Nos. 3-B, 3-C, 3-D, 3-I, and 3-J except as hereinafter provided.  A separate plan review fee for the above mentioned construction work shall not be charged when such work is related to a building permit for which a plan review has been charged.

The Code, and the whole thereof, is adopted by reference thereto the same as if set forth in length in this section”.

Uniform Building Code Amendments and Deletions.
The Uniform Building Code, Volumes 1, 2 and 3, 1997 Edition, is subject to the following amendments and deletions:

Sections 103 - 109 - delete

Section 221, “Definitions” is amended by the addition of a new definition to read as follows:

TOWNHOUSE: two or more dwelling units, which meet the following criteria:

1. Each unit is separated from adjoining units by a ground to roof wall or walls,

2. No units are constructed with enclosed usable space above or below another unit,

3. Each unit has separate utilities, and

4. Units are separated by interior property lines between units.

Section 310.3,  “Location on Property” is amended to read as follows:


Townhouses may be constructed to meet the requirements of either an R-3 Occupancy or an R-1 Occupancy. Townhouses constructed as an R-3 Occupancy shall have walls adjacent to the interior property lines constructed in compliance with all code provisions which apply to exterior walls.

Section 312.2.1, is amended to read as follows:

Building or parts of buildings classified as Group U, Division I Occupancies because of the use or character of the occupancy shall not exceed 1,000 square feet in area or two (2) stories in height except as provided in Section 312.2.2. Any building or portion thereof that exceeds the limitations specified in this chapter shall be classed in the occupancy group other than Group U, Division 1 that it most nearly resembles.

Section 504.6, is amended by the addition of the following paragraph:

Area separation walls shall be of concrete or masonry construction only.

Section 1003.3.3.2, the first paragraph is amended to read as follows:

The minimum stairway width shall be determined as specified in Section 1003.2.3, but shall be not less than 48 inches (1219 mm) except as specified herein.  Stairways serving one individual dwelling unit in Group R, Division 1, or serving Group R, Division 3 or Group U Occupancies may be 36 inches in width.

Section 1003.3.3.3, is amended by the addition of an Exception No. 3, to read as follows:

In Group R, Division 3 and Group U Occupancies, an interior fire escape stairway may serve as an exit from an area not to exceed 200 square feet. The pitch of the stairway shall not exceed 60 degrees with a minimum width of 24 inches. Treads shall be not less than 4 inches in width and the rise between treads shall not exceed 10 inches. An approved handrail shall be provided on each side.  
Section 1003.3.3.6, the second paragraph is amended to read as follows:

The top of handrails and handrail extensions shall be placed not less than 34 inches (864 mm) or more than 38 inches (965 mm) above the nosing of the treads and landings.  Handrails shall be continuous the full length of the stairs and, except for private stairways, at least one handrail shall extend in the direction of the stair run not less than 6 inches (152 mm) beyond the top riser or less than 6 inches beyond the bottom riser.  Ends shall be returned or shall terminate in newel posts or safety terminals.

Section 1101.3, is amended by the addition of an Exception No. 2, to read as follows:

The design and construction of accessible elements for Group R, Division 1 apartment houses may be in accordance with the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Fair Housing Accessibility Guidelines.  
Section 1103.2.2, the first paragraph is amended to read as follows:

When a building, or portion of a building, is required to be accessible an accessible route that can be negotiated by a person using a wheelchair shall be provided to all portions of the building, to accessible building entrances, connecting accessible pedestrian walkways and the public way.

Section 1103.2.2, the exception to the first paragraph is amended to read as follows:

Elevators or ramps are not required in buildings that are less than three (3) stories, including occupied basements, or that have less than 3,000 square feet per story unless the building is a multi-tenant Group M retail and wholesale occupancy, the office of a professional heath-care provider, or an airport or transportation facility. This exception, exempting elevator or ramp service does not obviate or limit the obligation to comply with all other accessibility requirements required by this chapter. For example, floors above or below the accessible ground floor must meet the requirements of this chapter except for elevator or ramp service. If toilet or bathing facilities are provided on a level not served by an elevator or ramp, then toilet or bathing facilities must be provided on the accessible ground floor.

Section 1103.2.2, the second paragraph is amended to read as follows:

Accessible floor levels may be connected by an interior or exterior accessible route of travel.  When  accessible floor levels are connected by an interior path of travel, an interior accessible route between the levels shall be provided. Interior and exterior stairs connecting accessible floor levels that are not connected by an elevator, ramp or other accessible means of vertical access shall comply with Section 4.9 of CABO/ANSI A117.1.  When only one accessible route is provided it shall not pass through kitchens, storage rooms, toilet rooms, bathrooms, closets or similar spaces.  (Note: The exception to this paragraph shall remain the same.)  

Section 1806.1, the first paragraph is amended to read as follows:

Footings and foundations shall be constructed of masonry, concrete or treated wood in conformance with Division II.  Footings and foundations shall extend below the frost line unless otherwise approved by the Building Official.  Footings of concrete and masonry shall be of solid material.  Foundations supporting wood shall extend at least 6 inches (152 mm) above the adjacent finish grade.  Footings shall have a minimum depth of 4 feet unless another depth is recommended by a soil investigation report or otherwise approved by the Building Official. 

Section 1806.3, is amended to read as follows:

Bearing walls shall be supported on masonry, concrete, treated wood foundations, piles or other approved foundation systems which shall be of sufficient size to support all loads.  (Note:  Exceptions No. 1 and 2, to this section, shall remain the same.)

Section 3003.5, the first paragraph is amended to read as follows:

In all structures four or more stories in height at least one elevator shall be provided with a minimum clear distance between walls or between walls and door, excluding return panels, not less than 80 inches by 54 inches (2032 mm by 1372mm) and a minimum distance from wall to return panel of not less than 51 inches (1295 mm) with a 42-inch (1067 mm) side slide door, unless otherwise designed to accommodate an ambulance-type stretcher 80 inches by 24 inches (2032 mm by 610 mm) in the horizontal position.

Appendix Section 3010, is amended to read as follows:

For the purpose of this appendix certain terms are defined as follows:

 ANSI CODE is the ANSI/ASME A17.1(1990 Safety Code for Elevators and Escalators, an American National Standard, published by the American Society of Mechanical Engineers.
Appendix Section 3011.5 - delete

Appendix Section 3012, is amended to read as follows:

All new elevators, dumbwaiters, escalators, moving walks and major alterations to such conveyances and the installation thereof shall conform to the requirements of the American National Standard Institute ANSI/ASME A17.1(1990 Safety Code for Elevators and Escalators, published by the American Society of Mechanical Engineers.

Appendix Section 3310.2, is amended to read as follows:

When a plan or other data required to be submitted, a plan review fee shall be paid at the time of submitting plans and specifications for review.  Said plan review fee shall be as set forth in Table 3-G of “The Uniform Administrative Code” as adopted.  Separate plan review fees shall apply to retaining walls or major drainage structures as required elsewhere in this Code.  For excavation and fill on the same site, the fee shall be based on the volume of excavation or fill, whichever is greater.

Appendix Section 3310.3, is amended to read as follows:

When a plan or other data required to be submitted, a grading permit fee shall be paid at the time of submitting plans and specifications for review.  Said grading permit fee shall be as set forth in Table 3-H of “The Uniform Administrative Code” as adopted.  Separate plan review fees shall apply to retaining walls or major drainage structures as required elsewhere in this Code.  For excavation and fill on the same site, the fee shall be based on the volume of excavation or fill, whichever is greater.

Section 102, entitled “Existing Installations” is re-titled and amended to read as follows:

Section 202, the definition of “Swimming Pool-Private” is amended to read as follows:

Swimming Pool - Private(shall include all swimming pools in connection with a Group R, Division 3 Occupancy as defined by The Uniform Building Code and shall be available only to the families of the dwelling and their private guests.

Liquefied petroleum gas piping may serve a gas water heater or boiler located in a pit, basement or similar location when the following conditions are met:

There shall be installed a listed gas detector that is interlocked to a listed solenoid valve located so as to shut off the supply of gas to the building in the event of an alarm.

2.
There shall be installed an exhaust system for the purpose of removing unburned gases. The exhaust system shall be interlocked to the gas detector so as to operate automatically in the event of an alarm. The exhaust system shall provide a minimum of four (4) air changes per hour, and the exhaust intake shall be located within 6 inches of the floor.

Section 2:  No Repeal of Resolution Number 91-032.  Nothing contained in this resolution is intended to as or shall be construed as a repeal of the Routt County Air Pollution Control Resolution, County Resolution Number 91-032.

Section 3:  Effective Date.  This resolution shall be effective immediately upon adoption.
